For articles from BCC’s online library databases and websites, use the following examples, as well as you’re A Pocket Style Manual (Green Handbook), to guide you.  Also attached are copies of the actual articles, so you can more clearly see where this information can be found.
Note: if you use a website service to create citations for you, you will have to manually update the citation so that it includes the following information. Online services have not yet updated their formats to reflect the latest changes to MLA citation rules for online sources. You may use www.Easybib.com and edit the cite as shown here and in class.
