USA – THE NETHERLANDS

2010 – 2011
Introduction
RADIX (ROC Association for Dutch International ConneXions) has the pleasure in offering a two-week professional and cultural exchange with the United States of America. 

A faculty member or administrator from the Netherlands will be matched with an American counterpart with similar job responsibilities. However, other match factors such as age, gender, personal interests and family situation will also be taken into account, if necessary. 

As a rule, the two weeks’ exchange, will consist of nine days of professional exchange and three days of leisure time (weekend) plus an orientation day upon arrival. 

The common language is English, which will add an extra dimension to the personal and professional aspects of the exchange.

All arrangements for the exchanges are made by RADIX in cooperation with Illinois Consortium for International Studies and Programs (ICISP), Virginia Council of international Education (VaCIE), Maricopa Community Colleges District, Massachusetts Council for international Education (MaCIE), California partners, Volunteer State Community College and partners in Tennessee, Johnson County Community College  and partners in Kansas. 
Exchanges are on the basis of home stays, not only to lower the cost, but also because it is the best way to learn about the other country’s way of life and all its cultural aspects.

USA exchange participants will host their exchange partners first. This will take place from October 16 - October 30, 2010 and the Dutch participants will welcome their American exchange partners from May 14 - May 28, 2011.

Application

To qualify for the program, all participants must:

1.
Fill in the application form

Complete any procedures for application set by their own colleges

Promise that they offer hospitality and professional experience in return

Be employed by the college
Criteria

The application form should be filled in as detailed as possible, since this information is essential to find you a suitable counterpart. The professional objectives are the main criteria for finding you a match partner. However, factors such as age, gender and personal interests will also be taken into account.
Timetable

Applications must be completed and returned to your International Coordinator before April 8, 2010. The first matches will be made by the end of April and participants will be notified by the end of May. However, finding match partners will continue till well into June to meet as many applications as possible. Email contacts between the exchange partners should be established as soon as the match partner is known.
Assistance during the exchange
To ensure the best possible exchange, participants are asked to work closely with the International Coordinator of their college.
When you visit your exchange college, a contact will be available for assistance should any questions or problems arise.

Housing

Home stay is part of the exchange. The exchange partner is expected to provide full board. Accommodations should be in accordance with normal standards.
Arrangements should be made with regard to laundry, phone use and family activities at weekends.

Travel

The short duration of this visit does not allow extensive traveling in the host country. 

At weekends your host will certainly take you to the most beautiful regional sights. 

Note:
This is a professional/business exchange. It is not allowed that your partner/spouse and/or children join you during your exchange visit.

Evaluation

After the exchange, participants are asked to complete an evaluation form about the program and to make a report of the activities undertaken. This information will help your International Coordinator and RADIX to improve the program.
