= The division dean will designate a subcommittee from the division to select a
single divisional winner.

= The divisional dean will forward the winning paper and contact information, as
well as the contact information of remaining participants, to the director of the
Writing Lab.

= The Lab director notifies the winners and remaining participants.

=  Winners are recognized at Honor’s Night in the spring.
