OVERVIEW OF RESEARCH ESSAY ASSIGNMENT FINAL DRAFT:  You will be producing a FINAL DRAFT of the essay from Part II, the Rough Draft and any other rough drafts you’ve developed. This final draft will tighten the focus of the rough draft and meticulously employ Modern Language association documentation and Works Cited methods. A sample “Final Draft” essay plus its Works Cited is attached to the directions for Part II, The Rough Draft. Please remember to consult it as you work.

THE FINAL DRAFT of this essay will receive a grade counting for 20% of your final course grade. The paper must be word processed, in Times New Roman 12 point font, double spaced, and follow the guidelines for MLA format and documentation. Your name, my name, English 102 and the date should be typed flush with the upper left hand margin of the first page of your paper, as per MLA style. (See sample paper with Part II.) Your paper’s title should be centered just above the spot where your paper’s text begins.  Please remember to staple your essay in the upper left hand corner. Do not put the separate pages of your paper in plastic sleeves and please do not use any type of binder or folder.
The overall essay should include a well-crafted introduction; tight, focused body paragraphs, and a well-defined concluding paragraph which reflects your thesis (whichever it is!), summarizes your supporting ideas, and ties up any loose ends. The paper must use MLA parenthetical notation accurately. Following your final draft will be a Works Cited page which follows MLA documentation guidelines. (Don’t forget to remove the “Annotated Works Cited” summary paragraphs if you have not already!)
When handing in PART III: THE FINAL DRAFT, you will need to include both PART I: THE ANNOTATED WORKS CITED and PART II: THE ROUGH DRAFT. Both must be the copies upon which I’ve made corrections. Attach these, along with copies of the three sources you have used in your essay, to the final draft of your “Researching and Using Sources” essay with an appropriately-sized clamp.
If you have any questions about revising, documenting, editing or formatting, review Part II (The Rough Draft) and the comments I placed on your Annotated Works Cited and rough draft; check the Online Writing Lab at Purdue’s website (OWL) or with the BCC Writing Center (B117) or with me, during an office hour in B206. The key directions for this, your final draft, are outlined in detail on the Part II handout, but do come by and discuss your drafting with me if you could use some support. I enjoy helping!
