Research Questions: Read through the following list of questions and choose three that most interest you. Note: In class we will decide which one of these questions will be used as the focus for your final research project.
1. Angkor Wat, an impressive religious monument in Cambodia, is an increasingly popular tourist site. Identify at least four distinct features related to the design of this structure.
2. What was life like in the city of Pompeii, Italy, before it was buried by volcanic lava and ash?

3. Why is the Great Sphinx of Egypt in danger of deteriorating?

4. Why do so many people admire former Supreme Court Justice Thurgood Marshall?

5. Identify at least one specific time and place where Mohandas Gandhi’s principles of passive resistance have been used successfully. Explain what was accomplished by following his principles, and discuss what actions were specifically taken to achieve success in this particular region.
6. In November 2005, the Secretary of the Interior stated that the North American grizzly bear should be removed from the endangered species list, but not everyone agrees. Who is concerned and why?
7. What are the dangers and the challenges faced by endangered sea turtles?

8. What steps are being taken to protect the giant Panda?

9. What is the purpose of the Kyoto Protocol Agreement? Why hasn’t the United States signed on to this agreement?
10. What are some of the concerns associated with genetically-modified food? Use some specific examples that support these concerns.
11. In the United States today, some people pay to swim with dolphins? Identify who and explain why.

12. Identify the key causes of the Columbia Shuttle Tragedy of 2003.
13. Why did the Food & Drug Administration (FDA) ban ephedra?

14. In December 2004, a tsunami killed over 200,000 people in more than a dozen countries. What is being done today to provide aid to the victims of this disaster?
